Good Evening North East Family, 

 

Please be advised that the District Office was notified of one positive student case at the high school, one positive student 

case at the middle school, and two positive students at the Intermediate Elementary December 15th through December 

18th.    The last day the high school student was on campus was December 7th.  The last day the middle school student 

was on campus was December 81h, and the last day the Intermediate students were on campus was December 7th and 9th.  

The district has contacted close contacts of the students.  Please note that all students are currently on a livestream 

schedule.
